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What Can I Expect? 
Aberdeenshire Council has a duty to provide free part time Early Learning and 
Childcare places for all 3- and 4-year olds whose parents wish one and for eligible 2-
year olds. 

Eligible children are currently entitled to up to 600 hours of Early Learning and 
Childcare throughout the year. 

Early Learning and Childcare provision in Aberdeenshire is managed through the 
Council's Education and Children's Services. 

Please note: Transport to and from Early Learning a nd Childcare settings is 
NOT provided or funded by Education and Children's Services. 

How Can I Apply? 
Eligible 3 and 4 year olds 

You can apply if your child was born between:  

1st March 2013 and 28th February 2015.  

This pack explains the choices you have and the steps you need to take to apply for 
an Early Learning & Childcare place. 

When Can My Child Start? 
Every child is entitled to free Early Learning and Childcare at the start of the term as 
per dates below. 

·  Children who will be 3 years old by 31st August start Early Learning & 
Childcare in August.* 

·  Children who will be 3 years old by 31st December start Early Learning & 
Childcare in January. 

·  Children who will be 3 years old by the last day of February start Early   
Learning & Childcare in April.* 

*NOTE your child must be three before she/he starts Early Learning and 
Childcare. Children born from 1st March onwards start Early Learning and 
Childcare in August.  

 

Eligible Two Year olds 

You can apply if your child was born between  

1st March 2015 and 29 th February 2016 and meet the following 
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Eligible 2-year old children fall into two categories: 

1. Children that are looked after and accommodated or are under a kinship or 
guardianship order. ( Application to be made by the relevant Social worker) 

 
2. Children whose families are in receipt of one or more of these qualifying 

            benefits 
o Income Support. 
o Incapacity or Severe Disablement Allowance. 
o State Pension Credit. 
o Income based Jobseekers Allowance.  
o Any income-related element of the Employment & Support Allowance. 
o Child Tax Credit but not Working Tax Credit and your income is below 

£16,105. 
o Both maximum CTC and WTC with income less than £6,420. 
o Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999. 
o Universal Credit (interim measure). 
o Any other qualifying benefit as stated by the Department for Work and 

Pensions.

What is available? 

Local Authority 
Early Years provision can be located in a primary school or in a standalone facility. 

Admission to Early Learning and Childcare provision is within a chosen cluster (refer 
to glossary) and does not automatically ensure a place in the catchment primary 
school. Allocation to an early years setting in a primary school out with your known 
catchment area does not ensure continuity to primary one. Transport to and from an 
Early Learning & Childcare setting is not provided or funded by Education and 
Children's Services. 

Partner Provider 
Aberdeenshire Council works in partnership with other Early Learning and Childcare 
settings to offer a choice of provision to parents/carers:

In a partner provider setting you can access your entitlement of up to 600 hours per 
year, in a pattern agreed between yourself and the setting. Each session must be 
between 2.5 and 8 hours per day.  A charge may be made for services provided out 
with the hours funded by partner providers. 

It should be noted that Aberdeenshire Council cannot guarantee a place in the 
provider of your choice. 

Aberdeenshire Council are currently in consultation with registered child minders to 
become partner providers. Further information will follow. 

Aberdeenshire Early Learning and Childcare 
settings offer the following: 
All settings follow *Curriculum for Excellence and are subject to on-going quality 
assurance by local authority officers, *Care Inspectorate and *Education Scotland.  
Partner providers must satisfy rigorous selection criteria prior to being accepted as a 
partner provider delivering Early Learning and Childcare in Aberdeenshire. 

Before making your decision you may wish to visit a few early years’ settings.  Please 
telephone the setting to make an appointment to ensure that staff have time to talk 
with you and answer any questions. 

What if my child has additional support needs? 
There is an opportunity to indicate the specific additional support needs of your child 
on the application form.  

Parents/carers will be invited to discuss the needs of their child with the Head 
Teacher/ Manager of the setting of their choice.  Parents/carers will then be guided 
through the application process and Aberdeenshire Council's Procedure for Children 
with Significant Additional Support Needs.

What if my child is currently in an Early Learning

If your child is returning to the same setting it will be necessary to complete a new 
application form.  If you wish your child to change setting you must make application 
directly to the setting of your choice.

Transferring between Early Learning and  
Childcare settings 
Once places are allocated and accepted to settings, from the child's eligible start date 
until the end of the school year, transfer from one setting to another is only in certain 
circumstances and following request for transfer.  These may include but are not 
limited to: 

·  Moving house. 
·  A child’s significant support needs warrant it. 
·  Parents/carers need access to other types of childcare eg change of work 

commitments. 
·  There is a significant change in home circumstances. 

You must discuss this with the Headteacher/Manager at your present setting before 
completing a Transfer Request Form, which can be obtained from and returned to 
earlyyears@aberdeenshire.gov.uk in order that the Quality Improvement Manager 
(Early Years) can review the circumstances and consider the outcome of the request. 

Can I split my child’s place between providers? 
Parent/Carers residing in Aberdeenshire may request to split a child’s placement 
between two Early Learning and Childcare settings under certain circumstances. 

These may include but are not limited to: 

·  Moving house. 
·  A child’s significant support needs warrant it. 
·  Parents/carers need access to other types of childcare e.g. change of work 

commitments. 
·  There is a significant change in home circumstances. 

 Each application will assessed on an individual basis. 
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After discussing the need for a split placement with the Head teacher/manager of 
both settings, a Split Placement Request Form must be obtained from and returned 
to earlyyears@aberdeenshire.gov.uk in order that the QIM (Early Years) can review 
the circumstances and consider the outcome of the request.  

What if my child needs more Early Learning and 
Childcare experience? 

Delayed entry to Primary one 
If your child was born between the 1st January 2013 and 28th February 2013 she/he 
has a statutory right to delay entry to primary one. The Delayed Entry Request Form 
can be obtained from your Early Years setting.   You need only complete Section A 
of the Delayed Entry Request Form and submit together with an Early Learning and 
Childcare application form.  

If your child is born between the first day of the Autumn Term and 31st December 
2012 and you wish to delay your child’s entry to Primary One, you should initially 
discuss this with the Head Teacher of the school where you intend to enrol your child 
for primary 1. Following this discussion, if you then wish to proceed, please submit a 
Delayed Entry Request Form together with an Admission Form A to this primary 
school. These forms are available from the primary school. All applications for 
delayed entry to primary 1 go to a decision making central panel.  

Early Learning and Childcare Extended Service 
Currently Aberdeenshire Council is offering extended provision to parents/carers for 
a short-term period to provide extra support to families.  Further details regarding 
criteria for this provision can be obtained from Early Learning and Childcare settings, 
health visitors and anyone working with children and families up to school entry age. 

These provisions are indicated on the contact details that follow.  

Early Learning and Childcare Enhanced Provision 
Aberdeenshire Council offers Enhanced Provision in a number of settings to cater for 
the additional support needs of children. Allocation to an Enhanced Provision place 
may be made following discussion of a child’s additional support needs with the Head 
Teacher/Manager of the first choice setting, who will guide you through the process.
